We ask that you consider joining a countywide partnership of agencies, businesses and individuals in endorsement of a community campaign to reduce underage drinking.  “Parents Who Host, Lose the Most:  Don’t be a party to Teenage Drinking” is a public awareness campaign that provides parents with accurate information about the health risk of underage drinking and the legal consequences of providing alcohol to youth.  The campaign encourages the community to send a unified message that teen alcohol consumption is not acceptable. 

Underage drinking facts:
· On average, young people begin drinking at 13 years of age.

· Youth who drink before age 15 are four times more likely to develop alcohol dependence that those who begin drinking at age 21.  

· Alcohol kills 4 times more young people than all other illicit drugs combined

· New scientific studies show drinking alcohol during adolescence can cause permanent brain damage.  (The human brain is still developing into the 20’s).  

Why the focus on parents?  Some quick facts:

· Adults are the most common source of alcohol for 12-18 year olds.

· Two out of three teens said it is easy to get alcohol from their homes without their parent’s knowledge.  
· One in three teens report obtaining alcohol from their own parents knowingly and 40% have been served alcohol by a friend’s parent.
· By age 17, nearly half of teens have been at a party where teens were using alcohol, marijuana, prescription drugs, cocaine or ecstasy while parents were present.    

For the health and safety of our community’s youth, we think parents should be made aware of the risks of underage alcohol use.  Included in these risks is awareness of the laws and how adults can be prosecuted for providing or allowing teen use in their homes.  

Ohio’s ”Parents Who Host, Lose the Most” campaign to increase awareness of social host laws resulted in a 26% decrease in number of youth who say they had attended a party in the prior two months where alcohol was served to youth.  

Many community agencies are joining together in the Parents Who Host, Lose the Most Campaign.  We hope you will join our efforts in reducing underage drinking.
